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Further additions to the Catalogue of Fishes from

the Waters of Aomori Prefecture— [

Masaru SHIOGAKI*, Yoshikatsu NoMURA** and Tadashi SuciMoTo***

Abstract. Since the publishment of the report on the fish fauna of the waters of Aomori Prefecture

by Shiogaki (1982), ten years passed. And during those times, several species are described on the

specimens collected from the waters of Aomori Prefecture, or numerous species are found to be new

to the fish fauna, and numerous scientific names must be emended as current ones.

This list contains 106 new record species and 13 families with the list of revision mainly on

the scientific names.

Accordingly total fish fauna is composed of 198 families and 634 species

(exclusive of Raja porosa, R. fusca and Astrabe sp. in the former report).
