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Abstract

A catalogue of fishes collected from the waters of Aomori Prefecture was

issued twenty-two years ago (Shiogaki, 1982), with the records of 529 species belonging
to 185 families. Shiogaki, Nomura and Sugimoto (1992) supplemented Shiogaki (1982), with
106 new records and then showed that the fish fauna was composed of 643 species belonging to

198 families. Since the publication of the catalogue by Shiogaki et al. (1992) numerous new

records of fishes were reported.

This paper reports 697 species belonging to 211 families, including 68 new records indicated

with asterisk to Japanese name of fishes.

It is notable that the tropical to subtropical species were recently recorded from this northern

area (i.e., Manta birostris, Chanos chanos, Taractes rubescens, Eleutheronema tetradactylum,

Zanclus cornutus, Ostracion rhinorhynchus, Arothron hispidus, etc.) .
